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ITINERARY UPSTREAM

DAY 1 ARRIVAL IN SAIGON

Our guide will be waiting for you at the airport to transfer you to your
hotel. Free time in the evening, we suggest heading to Nguyen Hue
walking street to see the various artists, performers and local residents
relaxing in true Vietnamese style. Overnight Saigon. Meals: none

DAY 2 SAIGON CITY TOUR - CUCHI TUNNELS

In the morning, drive to the extraordinary Cu Chi tunnels, about 65 Km
(1.5 hours drive) from Saigon. The complicated system of underground
network was built by the Viet Cong guerillas. We return to the city for lunch
at a local restaurant before taking in the sights of Saigon. Visit the
Reunification Hall, Notre Dame Cathedral, General Post Office, Former US
Embassy, City Hall and War Museum of Remnants. End the day with some
shopping at Ben Thanh market, one of the earliest surviving structures in
Saigon and symbol of the city turned tourist shopping hotspot.

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch

DAY 3 SAIGON

Embark your Pandaw vessel in central Saigon and relax on the spacious
sundeck as we set sail past the towering skyscrapers of Vietnam’s bustling
metropolis. After lunch onboard you will meet the crew and enjoy onboard
entertainment as we sail toward the Mekong Delta.

DAY 4 BEN TRE

Early morning we set sail through the Cho Gao Canal, a vital waterway link
for the transportation of goods to and from the city which was constructed
in 1876 by the French and offers a fascinating insight to life along the water.
We reach Ben Tre in the morning and journey by sampans through
mangroves and bamboo forests to the fruit orchards abundant in the area.
Thisis a region rich in birdlife which we will explore via local transport before
transferring to a local rowboat. We will journey slowly through the bamboo
covered canals before arriving at a village specialising in making local
products. Back on board we sail deeper into the delta toward Chau Doc.

DAY 5 CHAU DOC - VIETNAM/CAMBODIA BORDER

In the morning, taking minivans for a short drive to Sam Mountain,
location of Phuoc Dien Tu or the Hang Pagoda. We climb the 400 steps to
the top to visit the pagoda. Then we go alongside at the picturesque
border town of Chau Doc where we visit the floating fish farms by sampan.
We make a stop at a Chham Village and observe the lives of Vietnamese
Muslims. Lion dance is presented at the Cham Village. Upon return to ship,
we navigate a web of canals before dropping anchor on the
Vietnam/Cambodia border to undergo Immigration formalities.
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ITINERARY UPSTREAM

DAY 6 PHNOM PENH

Morning orientation of Phnom Penh by cyclo visiting the Royal Palace
and Silver Pagoda followed by the National Museum with its marvelous
collection of Angkorian statuary. In the afternoon we visit the Killing
Fields and Genocide museum to learn more about the brutal Khmer
Rouge regime. Overnight in Phnom Penh city port with its lively bars,
restaurants and night life.

DAY 7 KAMPONG TRALACH

We leave the dock at Phnom Penh early morning and sail up the winding
channels of the Tonle Sap river to Kampong Tralach. We travel by ox-cart
around the river-side villages, markets and temples to get a sense of life
along the river. In the evening cocktails are round a village fire pit where
we will be joined by village folk keen to show us their traditional dancing
show us more of the delightful Khmer culture.

DAY 8 OUDONG - SILK ISLAND

In the morning, travel by coach to the ancient capital of Cambodia,
Oudong. On the way we stop to visit the Vipassana Dhura Meditation
Centre before taking a drive around the old capital. We re-join our
ship at Prek Kdam before returning to the Mekong. After lunch we sail
to Koh Nghe Tei (Silk Island) to study the entire silk-making process
from worms to weavers. We visit silk makers and can buy from them
their lovely silk scarves and other fabrics. This village is a centre of
the ancient martial art of L'bokator which roughly translates as
'pounding a lion". It includes weapons techniques and is one of the
oldest combat techniques in Cambodia and believed to date back to
the Angkor empire.

DAY 9 ANGKOR BAN VILLAGE & WAT HANCHEY

Sunrise cruise to Angkor Ban village to see how local villagers live
and visit the library which was donated by Pandaw to Angkor Ban
secondary school.

NOTE: if you want to donate books, please bring along some Chil-
dren’s books in English language (suitable for age 8 to 15 yrs) which
you can personally gift to the library.

In the afternoon we sail north to Wat Hanchey, an important centre
of worship during the Chenla period located on top of a hill above
the mighty Mekong River with some of the best Mekong views in
Cambodia. Visit 8th century structures some destroyed by American
bombings during the Vietnam War.

DAY 10 ARRIVAL SIEM REAP - ANGKOR WAT

After lunch at a local restaurant, we discover more se-
cluded temples including the awe inspiring and overgrown Ta
Prohm, made famous by the Tomb Raider movie. In the evening we
experience a true highlight of Cambodia and meet talented young
performers in a breathtaking and original Cambodian show at Phare
Ponleu Selpak's Circus. Not just for entertainment, Phare is also a so-
cial enterprise supporting the youth of Cambodia gain skills and em-
ployment. Overnight at hotel. Meals: Breakfast, Lunch

Built in Rangoon in 2002 she was sailed round to Saigon
under her own power and many a drama described in Paul
Strachan’s Pandaw Story. This ship was designed specially
for the Mekong and unlike our other P class ships does not
have aflying bridge. The reason was so she could get under
aroad bridge. She did actually scrape under on her maiden
but it was so scary that Paul Strachan, then standing on the
bridge, never dared attempt it again. As a result, we ended
up with this incredible 750 square meter teak deck that
even has a full size billiard table.

The MP as she is affectionately known is our most spacious
ship with wider promenades, a larger dining hall and more
public space per passenger than any known ship afloat.
Seriously!

In 2012 she was refitted and lower deck cabins removed in
favour of a professional spa, gym, library lounge and office.
She is quite justifiably the most splendid ship on the
Mekong and the envy of anything that floats by.

Please note: this tour will only be offered on departures from December onwards as high waters will mean our ship will
reach Kratie during our sailing itinerary in these months.

DAY 1. KAMPONG CHAM TO CHHLONG

Our driver will pick you up from the ship in Kampong Cham and transfer you to your hotel, the renovated French colonial
mansion Le Relais De Chhlong Boutique Hotel. Check in have lunch on the terrace. Enjoy the rest of the day at leisure and
relax for the evening with dinner overlooking the Mekong,.

DAY 2 KRATIE & DOLPHIN GROUNDS

Journey by boat along the Mekong toward Kratie before continuing to visit the dolphin grounds at Kampi. Have a chance
to spot the Irrawaddy dolphin on a small boat operated by the local villagers before returning to Kratie and enjoying lunch
ata local restaurant. In the afternoon we visit Koh Trong Island, a community based ecotourism site. Plant a tree to support
the local community and explore this charming island before returning to Chhlong and your hotel for dinner.

After breakfast, check out of the hotel and journey to Siem Reap. On the way we stop for lunch at a local restaurant arriving at the
airport (16:30) or your hotel in Siem Reap (17:30) in the afternoon.

River Conditions Warning!

The rivers you will sail on are subject to seasonal rises and falls of water level, in some places as much as 30 metres.
Water levels can change dramatically overnight and a sudden rise can impede our progress upstream considerably
and even prevent us from passing under certain bridges. A sudden fall can result in our being unable to get into
certain places or go as far upstream as we would hope. Groundings on sandbars are not infrequent and are part of
the excitement of any Pandaw expedition. Published itineraries are indicational only and subject to sudden change.
In such events alternative itineraries will be provided and we do our best to ensure that if a stop is missed we make
up for it with another stop. Passengers are thus forewarned and expected to be flexible and patient. River cruising
in Asia can be a dramatic and adventurous experience - not like cruising the controlled waterways of Europe or
America. Note also that we operate in areas with little or no developed infrastructure and subject to the strictures
of local officialdom. Be prepared for this and it is all more the fun!
